Having regard to the Treaty (…),

Having regard to the Directive 2009/138/EC (…), and in particular Article 111 thereof,

Whereas:

(1) The duration-based approach should be based on the assumption that the typical holding period of equity investments’ referred to in Article 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC is consistent with the average duration of liabilities set out in point (iii) of paragraph 1 of Article 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC. . Where the risk profile of the insurance and reinsurance undertaking deviates significantly from this assumption, supervisory authorities should be able to take additional measures such as requiring the undertaking concerned to use an internal model or imposing capital add-ons.

Article ER1

(Art. 105 of Directive 2009/138/EC)

General provisions
1. When calculating their Solvency Capital Requirement in accordance with the standard formula referred to in Subsection 2 of Section 4 of Chapter VI of Title I of Directive 2009/138/EC, insurance and reinsurance undertakings shall calculate the capital requirement for equity risk separately:

(a) for assets and liabilities referred to in point (i) of paragraph 1 of Article 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC, where the insurance or reinsurance undertaking has received supervisory approval to apply the provisions set out in Article 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC, 

(b) for other assets, liabilities and financial instruments.

2. The capital requirement for equity risk shall be calculated as the sum of the capital requirement corresponding respectively to point (a) and (b) of paragraph 1.

Article ER2

(Art. 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC)

Duration-based equity risk sub-module
The capital requirement for equity risk on the assets and liabilities referred to in point (a) in paragraph 1 of Article ER1 shall be calculated as the change in the basic own funds that would result from an instantaneous decrease of 22 % in the value of the equity investments corresponding to the business referred to in point (i) of paragraph 1 of Article 304 of Directive 2009/138/EC, other than those included in subparagraphs (a) or (b) of Article MR1.  
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
